Background:   

 
Anthony Taormina, on behalf of Vibe Credit Union, has applied for a special land use for 31806 
Grand River for a bank with a drive-through facility.   This property is zoned C2, Community 
Commercial District.  Banks with a drive-through facility are a special land use in this district, 
requiring Grand River Corridor Approvement Authority recommendation and Planning 
Commission approval.  The special land use was noticed to the public in the Oakland Press as 
required.  
 
The applicant will present their project to the Authority during this agenda item. 
 
Typically, a Planning Consultant report is available for the Authority’s review.  However, due to 
the tight timing surrounding this project, the report is not available yet.  The report will be 
completed and presented to the Planning Commission for their approval.  The Authority would 
be approving this application contingent upon approval by the Planning Consultant, or could 
deny the application, or table to a future meeting.
