A Special meeting of the Farmington City Council was held on January 5, 2015, in
Conference Room, Farmington City Hall, Farmington, MI. Notice of the meeting was
posted in compliance with Public Act 267-1976.

3. PUBLIC COMMENT
No Public Comment was heard.

4. LEGISLATIVE PRIORITIES

A. Legislative Priorities - Christine Greig, State Representative
Present: Chris Greig, State Representative
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Farmington City Council January 5, 2015

Newly elected State Representative, Chris Greig, spoke about her legislative
priorities. She discussed some of the committees on which she would like to
serve.

Greig entertained comments and questions from the Council.

Scott stated the reconstruction of Grand River Avenue should be a legislative
priority.

Cowley discussed the lack of bank lending to small businesses that is stifling
economic development.

Responding to a question from Schneemann, Greig stated one of the major
challenges facing Farmington/Farmington Hills is school funding. She stated
Charter reform and returning revenues to local government need to be
addressed.

Cowley addressed proposed legislation to eliminate Tax Increment Financing
(TIF) and how detrimental it would be to local government.

Galvin encouraged better dialogue regarding funding of roads and schools in the
legislature. He urged Greig to reach across the aisle and make a concerted effort
to address the issues.

Pastue talked about the importance of the Commercial Rehab District as an
economic tool and noted it is scheduled to end. He would like to see this
program extended.

Mayor Galvin thanked Greig for her visit and requested that she provide periodic
updates to Council.

5. MICHIGAN MUNICIPAL LEAGUE CITY MANAGER SEARCH

A. Michigan Municipal League City Manager Search - Kathie Grinzinger

Present: Kathie Grinzinger, Lead Executive Recruiter, and Jessica Reed,
Michigan Municipal League (MML)

Grinzinger discussed the search process that will take place in the recruitment of
a City Manager. She advised the process includes: developing candidate and
community profiles; recruitment and outreach campaign; screening and
narrowing of applicants; reference review; and interview and selection process.

Grinzinger then opened the floor up for questions and/or comments from the
councilmembers.

Responding to a question from Schneemann, Grinzinger stated typically the
number of out-of-state applicants is 50%. She encouraged out-of-state
recruitment and indicated certain leadership skills are transferrable from state to
state.

Discussion followed regarding the 120-day timeframe for the recruitment
process. Grinzinger detailed the process of allowing four weeks for all candidates
to submit applications and her reasoning why. She stated the screening process
is very time consuming and scheduling conflicts can also pose a delay.

Galvin stated his goal in the process is to develop a deep, rich talent pool of
diversified candidates and welcomed out-of-state pursuits.

Discussion was held regarding developing interview questions. Grinzinger said
the questions will be based on information from everyone involved in the
recruitment process and the input received.

Galvin raised the issue of the screening process and what it entailed. Grinzinger
detailed what was involved and the candidate information that would be made
available. She stated information may be redacted for candidates requesting
confidentiality.

Discussion followed regarding maintaining the confidentiality of candidates, but
at the same time providing Council sufficient information in order to make an
informed decision on final candidates.

Grinzinger discussed the timeline going forward and possible dates for the next
meeting during which Council will review draft ad copy and establish salary and
benefits for the City Manager position.

6. DISCUSSION FARMINGTON ROAD STREETSCAPE

A. Discussion - Farmington Road Streetscape Financing (Handout)
Pastue advised the estimated cost for the Farmington Road Streetscape has
increased to $2,589,010. He reviewed a list of alternatives that could be utilized
to make up for the $1,132,010 shortfall. He suggested the possibility of a $1
million bond issue to cover the remaining costs.

Responding to a question from Cowley, Pastue advised the total budget for the
Grand River Streetscape is $2.2 million. Cowley questioned moving forward with
the project given the increased cost, noting the City’s priority is to generate TIF.

Responding to a question from Scott, Pastue stated the southern curb cut on the
Chase site is not feasible, however, the curb cut at CVS Pharmacy is necessary.

Schneemann questioned the construction engineering cost.

Galvin pointed out the work that has gone into the project and noted all grant
monies will be lost if the project is not done.

Schneemann stated the status of the curb cuts would play a big role in his
decision, and that Council should have had that answer a year ago, especially
with regard to CVS. He questioned what remains to be done on the project and
the value of moving forward.

Cowley endorsed pursuing more TIF projects rather than limiting resources by
funding this project. He would need to know what TIF generating projects he is
giving up as a result of the streetscape project.

Pastue pointed out redevelopment of Farmington Road would promote other
redevelopment projects in that area.

7. OVERVIEW OF FISCAL YEAR 2015-16 BUDGET

1. Overview of Fiscal Year 2015-16 Budget Process and Forecast
(Handouts)
Pastue provided Council with a handout containing an overview of the Fiscal
Year 2015/16 budget process and forecast. He detailed the line items and
stated that proceeds from the Courthouse, Flanders and other projects would be
put into the Capital Improvements Fund. He stated all in all it was a good
budget with long term goals.

Galvin commented that having written financial policies would be an important
tool.

8. OTHER BUSINESS

Pastue advised there needs to be a discussion on the topic of parking meters in the
lot north of Grand River. He stated this will be an agenda item at the next DDA
meeting. He commented on the benefit of parking meters for successful businesses
that are hampered by tight parking areas. He suggested forming a committee to
study this issue in order to move it forward.

Schneemann noted it would help if parking were allowed at The Village Shoe Inn.

Cowley indicated meters would change behaviors and should be expanded to
include Grand River.

Pastue stated he would like to see a report from the Committee charged with
studying the issue by sometime in April.

Scott commented that the Committee needs to look at the big picture when
addressing this issue.

Galvin stated that the Committee goal should not be to manage fee-based parking,
but free-based parking. He encouraged establishment of a Parking Committee to
manage all of downtown parking.

Further discussion was held regarding how the revenues from the parking meters
would be used. Schneemann expressed his support for a single kiosk per lot.

Rachel Gallagher, DDA Boardmember, noted parking patterns on Friday and
Saturday evenings in the downtown show that the Talmer Bank and Cromwell
parking lots are empty.

2014-2015 Work Plan
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Pastue reviewed the remaining items to be completed from the 2014-2015 Work

Plan:

e Under the topic of Community Development the item of evaluating residential
zoning standards is moving forward with LSL making a presentation at the
February 9% Planning Commission Meeting. It will then be reviewed at the
March 2n Study Session and a Public Hearing will then be held at the April
13th meeting . The ordinance will then be introduced at the May City Council
meeting and adopted at the following meeting in June.

e A complete design concept of the entry/wayfinding/City facilities signs should
be presented to Council at the March 2" study session. If approved, bids will
be solicited for work and installation. Approval of bids will occur at the April
20% Council meeting. The project should be completed sometime during the
summer, preferably before June 30th.

e A complete Corridor Overlay District is projected for adoption at the January
20, 2015 Regular Meeting.

e Event Policy - the final review is set for the February 2nd Study Session and
consideration to adopt the policy is scheduled for the February 16th, 2015
Regular Meeting.

6. PRESENTATION/PUBLIC HEARINGS

A.

Special Event Request - Thursday Night Weekly Swing Farmington
Alexander Steward, President of Swing Farmington, Inc., was present to request
Council approval of a special event request to hold swing dancing on Thursday
nights for the dates and times requested in the application. He further
requested a waiver of the sound ordinance for the event. He stated his
organization will pay $25 a week to the City to offset maintenance costs. He
noted the event brings in 200 young adults and people of all ages each week
during the season. He welcomed questions from Council.
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Responding to a question from Schneemann, Steward advised the group utilizes
St. John Lutheran Church as a back-up location when the pavilion is unavailable
such as during Founders Festival.

Schneemann suggested that during Founders Festival the beer tent is not busy
on the Thursday night of the Festival and thought that Swing Farmington would
be a good fit. Steward said he would welcome the opportunity.

Cowley expressed concerns regarding maintenance and security for he event.
He questioned whether an agreement was in place with the city concerning
these issues.

Pastue responded volunteers with the group will maintain and clean-up after the
event. He stated the group will pay $25 each week to offset any maintenance
costs. He noted Steward had consulted with former Director Schulz who
provided advice from a Public Safety standpoint.

Cowley reiterated his concerns regarding unsupervised activity and stated he
would like to see security on site on those Thursday nights.

McShane indicated there have been more problems with the beer tent during
Founders Festival than the seven years Swing Farmington has been at the
pavilion on Thursday nights. She advised Steward should take Cowley's
comments into consideration. She encouraged him to keep the line of
communication open with Public Safety and Director Demers. She praised him
for being a positive role model for young groups in the community and
encouraged him to continue in this role. She also offered the parking lot of
Bellacino’s as a possible back-up site for their group.

Responding to a question from Scott, Steward stated his group is developing
relationships with several of the downtown businesses including: Starbucks, Off
the Beaten Path, Basement Burger Bar, Dagwood's and Coldstone Creamery.

Motion to approve a special event request for Swing Farmington, Inc.
scheduled every Thursday, May 1 through October 22, 2015, 7:30 -
11:30 p.m. with the following conditions:

B. Farmers Market Annual Report - Walt Gajewski

Walt Gajewski, Market Master, provided a handout highlighting the 2014
Farmers Market and planned events for 2015. He reviewed items in the report
including record revenues of almost $53,000, with sponsors contributing
$18,000 of that amount. He thanked the volunteers, especially Susan Lightner,
for their hard work and dedication. The handout detailed attendance and
weather records for 2014, information on vendors and volunteers, community
groups that participated as well as local businesses. He reviewed highlights of
the 2014 Season and his goals for 2015. He requested Council consider
participating in SNAP, Supplemental Nutritional Assistance Program; and
entertain the idea of a midweek Farmers Market on Wednesdays from 3:00 -
7:00 p.m.

Responding to a question from McShane, Gajewski stated the Downtown
Development Authority had conducted a study regarding the impact of the
Farmers Market on downtown businesses.

Pastue indicated a majority of businesses had a favorable view of the market,
but parking remains an issue.

McShane encouraged Gajewski to solicit businesses from all over Farmington to
participate in the market.

Scott expressed his support for surveying visitors to the market to gain a feel for
its impact on the region.

Schneemann inquired about the details of the mid-week market and discussion
was held.

Cowley complimented Gajewski and his team on the success of the market. He
also requested more data on the demographics of the people who came to the
market.
Gajewski thanked Council for their recognition of the volunteers.
Mayor Galvin thanked him and Susan Lightner for their hard work.

C. Introduction of New Public Safety Officers
Director Demers formally introduced newly hired Public Safety Officers, Lisa

Kobernick and Cody Hawkins, and provided a brief background on both. He then
administered the Farmington Public Safety Code of Honor before City Council.

Pastue advised this item was discussed at the January 5, 2015 study session.
He requested consideration to ratify the list of committee members as
presented.

Scott expressed the importance of looking at the entire downtown when
determining the impact of parking meters. He asked regarding the timeframe for
this committee to provide information back to Council.

Pastue stated he would like to have the committee's report to Council in April,
noting this will be a fast-tracked item.

Cowley stated at the first committee meeting they determined their greatest
challenge is to facilitate employee parking. He advised a survey is being
distributed to all business owners on Grand River.

McShane is glad to see this happening and supports finding short and long term
solutions. She approves of the selection of the committee members, but
believes it is top heavy with north lot businesses and would like to see other
businesses and residents on it to give their perspective.

Pastue told everyone to keep in mind this is an Ad Hoc Committee, that they
would like to set in place a long term parking committee going forward.
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Galvin acknowledged the meetings are not be subject to the Open Meetings Act,
however, he would like the public informed of the meetings and requested the
agenda include an opportunity for public comment.

9. DEPARTMENT HEAD COMMENTS

Weber noted the use of parking meters would be another source of revenue and as
a result create more work for his department. He reminded residents it is time to
purchase dog licenses which are required of all dog owners. They can be purchased
at the Treasurer’s counter in City Hall or online at Oakgov.com. A valid rabies
certification is needed. The cost is $7.50 for spayed or neutered dogs and $15 if
not. After June 1st the price goes up to $30.

Eudy stated they had closed out the last day for accepting applications for openings
in the DPW. He said leaf season was effectively wrapped up and the staff has been
involved in more training. Cowley complimented his team as he had witnessed
them working in the bitter cold doing a water replacement.

Demers indicated in light of his representation on the Ad Hoc Committee he had
done some research in Royal Oak and Rochester Hills regarding the use of parking
meters. He advised Code Enforcement oversees the meters in Rochester Hills. He
noted that one of the greatest rewards his department experiences is when a
resident takes the time to walk up to a Public Safety Office and thank them for
what they do in the community.

Pastue noted law enforcement has been under the gun nationally and how touching
it is for residents to express their appreciation to officers for their service and
professionalism.

Pastue advised Director Christiansen is out ill and that he will discuss the items he
would have addressed. He advised the redevelopment of the old courthouse
property by Balfour will not be going forward due to financial issues. He stated as a
result, the Farmington Road Project may have to be deferred another year given
the proceeds from the Balfour Project will not be available to put into Capital Funds.
They will be meeting with SEMCOG and MDOT to see if the grant for the Farmington
Road Project can be deferred for another year.

10.COUNCIL COMMENT
Cowley stated that parking is a consistent issue that needs to be addressed and
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that a strategy needs to be implemented. He was not unhappy that the Balfour
Project on the old courthouse property did not go forward as he didn’t feel that was
the right use for the property. He noted the Flander’s site will bring in 33 homes
and taxpayers.

Scott said he was happy to see that over the last few weekends the ice rink has
been fairly crowded. He hopes other businesses are able to take advantage of
people being in the downtown and display what goods they have to offer to visitors.

Galvin reported that last week he along with Councilwoman McShane and Pastue
went to the Georgetown University roll-out at the Costick Center on how to
conserve energy at home. He advised a number of communities are participating in
the Georgetown University Energy Prize and that the cities of
Farmington/Farmington Hills are semifinalists with a chance to win $5,000,000.
Farmington could then be marketed as a green eco-friendly community.

5K COMMITMENT RUN

On January 1%t dayshift officers assisted with the Lifetime Fitness 5K Commitment Run
in which there were approximately 500 participants. The event was successful without
any reported incidents.

IDENTITY THEFT

On January 2" a Chestnut Street resident reported that he noticed fraudulent charges
on his Vibe Credit Union account while checking his online banking. The resident called
Vibe to report the matter and learned that there were more pending charges from this
date. The resident was still in possession of his card, but the number had been used at
several stores in Farmington Hills, Ann Arbor and Livonia. Surveillance videos have
been requested from all of the stores where fraudulent purchases were made and a
Family Dollar cashier provided a description of a possible suspect and his vehicle.

LARCENY

On January 2", at 8:06 p.m., a resident of Drakeshire Apartments came to the front
desk to report his license plate had been changed.

Investigators then interviewed the male who
confessed that he and his accomplice, the female, intended to steal the Drakeshire
victim's car after assaulting him, however, they were unable to carry out their plan
because the victim unexpectantly fought back. The male was subsequently charged
with attempted carjacking. He and his female accomplice are currently lodged in the
Oakland County jail.

FRAUD '
On January 13" a Cass Street resident reported that she received a phone call from a

man claiming to be an attorney that was representing her granddaughter in a drunk

driving case in Atlanta, GA. The man advised that the bond was $2700 but that if she

was able to post the bond immediately via Western Union that it would only be $1370.

The woman wired the money and later learned from the granddaughter that she knew

nothing about the situation, that she had been at work in Grand Rapids all day and that

she wasn't in Atlanta. The matter has been turned over to the Detective Bureau.

Background:

The Greater Farmington Area Chamber of Commerce will present their plans for the
2015 Founders Festival.

Background:

City Administration is recommending that the existing agreements with the Civic Theater
General Manager and Market Master for the Farmington Farmers and Artisans Market
be extended for one additional year. The term of the agreement for the Civic Theater
General Manager is scheduled to expire on June 30, 2015. There is an option for two
one-year renewals. The term of the agreement for the Market Master is scheduled to
expire on December 31, 2015. It also has an option for two one-year renewals.

There are two primary factors in presenting the recommendation to extend the
agreements for one additional year before the renewals are considered. The first is that
this would provide the new City Manager ample time to evaluate whether to exercise the
renewal option in the agreements. The first year is always a challenge for a new chief
administrative officer in local government as they need to assess the organization,
evaluate current and future issues, and understand local politics. The second reason is
that it sends a strong message of support from the City Council to the Civic Theater
General Manager and Market Master. Both operations are profitable, well received and
supported by the community, and they operate consistent with our family-oriented
