Historical Commission Review

In accordance with the City of Farmington Historical District Ordinance, the Historical
Commission is authorized to review and approve plans for all construction, alteration,
repair, moving or demolition of structures in the Historic District. After review,
recommendation or approval by the Historical Commission, the plan must be reviewed
by the City of Farmington Planning Commission. Please note all accessory buildings
over 100 square feet in area in the Historic District are subject to review by the Historical
Commission and Planning Commission. A copy of the City’s Historical District

Ordinance and the Zoning Ordinance are available in the City’s Clerk’s Office.

The following steps are necessary to secure Historic Commission approval:

An application for Historical Commission plan review must be submitted to the
Planning and Building Department located at 33720 W. Nine Mile Road at least
thirteen (13) days before the regular meeting date according to the following

The following information must be provided with every application:

O Two (2) copies of a completed and signed application

0 Two (2) copies of elevation drawings illustrating the proposed
modifications at a reproducible size (no larger than 11" x 177)

O Photographs of the structure including a photograph of the area where
the modification is proposed

0 Photographs of the structures on either side of the subject structure

0 Plot plan that clearly delineates the structure location and all dimensions

(building size, setbacks, etc.)

Within fourteen (14) days after the receipt of an application for Historical
Commission review, the Commission shall review the proposal and forward its
decision and recommendations to the applicant. The Historical Commission may
recommend changes or alterations to the plans consistent with the character of
the Historical District.

The Historical Commission shall submit it recommendation to the Planning
Commission within thirty (30) days of the receipt of an application for Historical
Commission review.

shall constitute approval of plans before it for
review or for the adoption of any resolution,
motion or other action of the commission,

(e) The commission shall submit an annual
report to the council of the general activities of
the commission for the preceding year, and shall
submit such specxal reports as requested by the

council.

Sec. 17-30, Procedure for review of building
plans.

(a) When an applicant whose site or structure
is located within the historic district or supple-
mentary historic district makes application to the
building department for a building permit to
restore, alter, repair, remove or demolish any
structure within that district, the building depart-
ment shall forward a copy of the plans to the
historical commission for its review and com-
ment. The historical commission shall within four-
teen (14) days after the receipt of such plans
forward its recommendations or approval to the
applicant. The historical commission may recom-
mend changes or alterations to the plans in keep-
ing with harmonious development in the historic
district area. The applicant may comply with the
recommendations of the historical conmimission.

(b) If the applicant elects not to comply with
the recommendations of the historical commis-
sion, the historical commission shall return the
plans to be building department for the issuance
of a building permit as allowed by the city build-
ing code.

Sec. 17-81, Duties and powers of the com-
mission,

{(a) It shall be the duty of the historical com-
mission to review plans forwarded to the commis-
sion by the city building department giving con-
sideration to:

(1) The historical or architectural value and
significance of the structure and its rela-
tionship to the historic value of the sur-

rounding area;

(2) The relationship of the structure to the
rest of the structures and to the surround-

ing area;

(8) The general compatibility of exterior de-
sign, arrangement, texture and materials
proposed to be used; and

(4) To any other factor, including aesthetic,
which it deems pertinent.

(b) The commission shall consider only exte-

rior features of a structure shall not consider
interigr arrangements, ;

(¢) Where an application is received for repair
or alteration affecting the exterior appearance of

a structure, or for moving or demolishing a struc-

fure which the commission deems so valuable to
the city, state or nation, that the loss thereof will
adversely affect the public purpose of the city,
state or nation, the commission shall endeavor to
work out with the owner an economically feasible
plan for the preservation of the structure.

(d) The commission is directed to establish
bylaws and criteria to govern its procedures and
to adopt a-set of standards, principles and criteria
for use in determining historic sites or structures.
The commission shall be guided by the standards
and criteria -adopted as guidelines for state and
federal historical preservation authority where
the standards are equitable.

(e) Whenever the performance of its duties
requires it, the commission shall cooperate with
any appropriate citizens' group or historical soci-
ety, planning commission, beautification commit-
tee or other commissions that may from time to
time be appointed by the council.

Sec. 17-32, Exceptions,

Nothing in this article shall be construed to
prevent the orderly maintenance or repair of any
structure under a permit issued by the building
department of the city.

Sec. 17-83, Acceptance of gifts, grants or be-
quests,

The city may accepﬁ gifts, grants or bequests
from the state or federal government for historic
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
